TRAFFIC ADVISORY
Compulsory wearing of helmets by women driving or riding pillion on two wheelers (excepting Sikh women) – initiation of strict enforcement w.e.f. 10.09.2014

The Transport Department, GNCT of Delhi vide notification No. F.19(38)/Tpt./Sectt./2011/176 dated 28th August, 2014 has made amendment in Rule 115(2) of the Delhi Motor Vehicles Rules, 1993 making it mandatory for all women (except Sikh women), driving or riding pillion on two-wheelers in the NCT of Delhi.
For enabling purchase of standard helmets (conforming to BIS), the Delhi Police has temporarily stayed the enforcement of women who drive two-wheelers or ride on pillion. However, Delhi Police shall start prosecution of women (except Sikh women) who are found not wearing helmets while driving or pillion riding on two-wheelers w.e.f. 10.09.2014. 

All women who drive two-wheelers or ride on pillion are requested that in the interest of their safety on roads, they follow traffic rules & regulations and wear standard helmets w.e.f. 10.09.2014 while driving or riding two-wheelers.
